Depending on the class, students should expect to spend between 3 to 5 hours per week on course work before participating in Intensive Training. Students will receive a pass/fail grade for these seminary-level courses and may only take one course a term.
All students, including church planters, must pay a $50 per course registration fee that is fully refundable upon successful completion of the course.

Scholarships to aid the cost of travel are available to OPC ministers, licentiates, and men under care. To help defray the cost of travel to intensive training, travel scholarships of up to $350 are available to OP ministers, licentiates, and men under care. If necessary, an additional $100 in travel reimbursement is available if the student’s session or presbytery matches that amount. 

Housing in church member’s homes or double-occupancy with a fellow student in hotel rooms is provided for all students. Students who prefer single-occupancy rooms must pay $200 to offset the additional costs.

Classes begin February 1, 2022, with online reading and writing assignments. Disability and the Church students also will have video assignments. 
The Intensive Training session, which is mandatory, will be held in two different places and dates.

· Intensive Training for Reformed Worship and Westminster Standards will meet on May 3–5, in Calvary OPC in Glenside Pennsylvania. Non-commuting students arrive on Monday, May 2 and leave at 11 a.m. on Thursday, May 5. (Flights may be booked after 1:30 p.m.)

· Intensive Training for Disability and the Church will be held on May 17–19 at Lakeview OPC in Rockport, Maine. All non-commuting students arrive on Monday, May 16 and leave after class is over at 10 a.m. on Thursday, May 19. (Flights may be booked after 1:00 p.m.)

Registration is finalized when the completed registration form, refundable $50 registration fee, and any private hotel fees are received. An applicant who is registering for the Disability and the Church class as an OPC member serving in Christian Education or as a Sunday school teacher (not ordained) must ask their session for a letter of recommendation, which must be emailed to: Danny.Olinger@opc.org
