Students should expect to spend 2-4 hours on online assignments weekly before participating in the mandatory Intensive Training. Students may only take one class and will receive a pass/fail grade for these seminary-level courses.

All students, with the exception of CHMCE church planters, must pay a $50 per course registration fee that is fully refundable upon successful completion of the course.

In addition to the registration fee, tuition for all courses is free for CHMCE church planters, OPC pastors, OPC licentiates, and OPC men under care of a presbytery. Tuition for OPC elders is $50 per course while non-OPC church officers pay $100 per course.
Scholarships to aid the cost of travel are available to OPC ministers, licentiates, and men under care. CHMCE reimburses travel costs for church planters. 
All students will be housed in double-occupancy hotel rooms. Students who prefer single-occupancy hotel rooms must pay $200 to offset the additional costs.

A mandatory Intensive Training for all classes will be held January 18-20, 2022, at Harvest OPC in San Marcos, California. Non-commuting students arrive on Monday, January 17, flying into San Diego International Airport (SAN). 

Pastoral Theology and Reformed Evangelism classes begin October 11, 2021, with online reading and writing assignments. Classes will end at 10 a.m. on Thursday, January 20. Return flights may be scheduled for 1 p.m. January 20..
The Homiletics course begins Oct. 25. Their Intensive Training class concludes with fellowship after dinner on Wednesday, January 19. Students should schedule flights on Thursday, January 20, beginning at 9 a.m. Homiletics will continue with a post-Intensive Training assignment, due by February 1.
Registration deadline is October 6, 2021. Enrollment is limited.
Registration is finalized when the completed registration form, refundable $50 registration fee, and any applicable tuition and hotel fees are received.
